Expectations and Class Rules

In addition please refer to school cheating policy, hat and dress code policy, social eligibility policy, and NO electronic devices/cell phones policy.  If a cell phone is seen in class the following protocol will be adhered to (no exceptions): 1st offense -  cell phone taken until the end of the period, 2nd offense -  cell phone taken until the end of the day,  3rd offense (and over) - cell phone brought to house administrator for student to pick up at end of the day.

Students’ grades are based on completion and accuracy of homework, notes, quizzes, classroom activities, lab/lab dissection assignments, and tests.   Grade printouts will be posted at least biweekly by student ID number.

Homework and Written Classwork


All homework is due at the beginning of class.  Assignments will be reviewed and given full, partial, or no credit depending on completion and accuracy.  


When a student has missed two homework assignments within the same week, the student will be strongly advised to stay after school to make-up this missed homework.  Partial credit will be given for homework upon completion after school.

To be successful in this class it is strongly suggested that you have a three ring binder that is for this class only.  All assignments for each quarter (homework, labs, quizzes, study guides, etc.) are to be kept by the student in this three ring binder so that they can be used to study for unit tests.  Students are also encouraged to purchase their own set of colored pencils (24 pack).
Absences/Make-up Work & Tardies

All missed work when absent, including tests, labs, and quizzes, must be made up within ten days.   Assessments (tests, quizzes, etc.) not made up within the ten day period will receive a zero.  Make-up/extra help day is every Tuesday after school.  Additional arrangements can be made with the teacher when possible.  

For every absence for which missed work is not made up within ten days, two points will be deducted from the quarter grade for each absence.  If the missed work is made up within ten days, then the two points for the absence will NOT be deducted from the average at the end of the quarter.  

In addition, for every four tardies to class, two points will be deducted from the quarter average.   After four tardies, for each additional tardy to class, 0.5 point will be deducted from the quarter average.  Students will be able to make up the class time that they missed due to tardies by staying after school within ten days in order to not have points deducted from the average at the end of the quarter.

Late Work Policy


Late projects, papers, and lab reports will be accepted late but will go down one letter grade per day.  No credit will be given after four days.  Collected homework will be accepted late, one day for half credit only.  Homework that is checked in class the day that it is due is NOT accepted late.

Additional help from the teacher is always available.  Please seek additional help whenever you feel confused about the current subject matter.  Do not wait until the day before a unit test.  After school help/ make-up day is every Tuesday.  Additional arrangements can be made with the teacher when possible.

Anatomy and Physiology - Laboratory Safety Rules

The following is a list of precautions that must be followed every time you participate in an anatomy lab. These laboratory safety rules are in place to make your lab experience as safe as possible.  

*Students will be required to perform dissections in this course.  
Detailed instructions will be provided prior to all dissection labs.
1.  If you do not understand any part of the experiment or its procedure always ask for help before you attempt to do the experiment.

2.  Never play with lab equipment or materials.  Only use them according to your written procedures.       Use dissection tools as directed.  Use the right tool for the job.

3.  Follow all instructions carefully, and wait until you are told to begin before starting any lab activity.

4.  Know and locate where all safety equipment is and how to use it (fire extinguisher, eyewash, etc.).


5.  Keep your work area clean at all times.  All you should have on your lab bench is writing utensil and procedure.

6.  Tie back long hair and restrict loose clothing while working in the lab.  Sandals are not allowed on days that we will be conducting laboratory experiments.  Advance notice will be given.  Labs will usually be on Friday.

7. Most labs will require that students wear safety goggles, lab aprons, or gloves in order to be able to safely participate in the experiment.  

8.  Do not eat or drink anything in the lab (no gum or water).

9.  Report all accidents and injuries, no matter how minor, to the teacher immediately.

10.  Handle chemicals carefully.  Do not return unused chemicals to reagent bottle.  Report all spills to the teacher immediately.

11.  Do not taste or smell any chemicals.  When a lab procedure calls for you to smell a chemical or gas, use a wafting motion to direct the odor toward your nose.

12.  Place all chemicals in designated containers when done.  Do not pour any chemicals down the sink drain, unless directed to do so by the teacher.

13.  Do not handle broken glass with your bare hands.  Dispose of broken glass as directed by the teacher.

14.   Use caution and the proper equipment (gloves or tongs) when handling hot objects.  

15.  When the laboratory experiment is complete, always clean your lab table and all lab equipment and return it to its proper place.  

16.  Wash your hands with soap and water after every lab.

17.  Proper care needs to be taken and all instructions carefully followed to avoid any possible accidents.  If you do not follow the above rules you might cause injury to yourself or your classmates.

18.  Failure to follow any of the above rules will result in disciplinary action and the loss of credit for the lab.
